WASHINGTON -- June 25, 2003 (Associated Press) -- The music industry 
disclosed aggressive plans Wednesday for an unprecedented escalation in 
its fight against Internet piracy, threatening to sue hundreds of individual 
computer users who illegally share music files online.
   The Recording Industry Association of America, citing substantial sales 
declines, said it will begin Thursday to search Internet file-sharing networks 
to identify users who offer substantial collections of MP3 music files for 
downloading. It expects to file at least several hundred lawsuits seeking 
financial damages within eight to 10 weeks.
